I've reconciled all of the payments, and the payouts are as attached. There
are a lot of cells and opportunities to cross something up so if you see
something that doesn’t match the results listed on the web or portal, just let
me know and I'll figure it out.

As mentioned previously, we can now support Venmo so any payments can
be processed that way removing the need for mail and checks. Let me know
if you prefer that method and let me know what your ID is so I pay the
correct account. If you prefer a check, I will want to confirm your mailing
address. I've recently hit some where what I have on the portal is not up to
date. In past years, we've also offered the opportunity to donate winnings to
charity. I'd be happy to support that if you let me know.

Overall, it was a great week. We had 32 golfers on Monday and 44 for
Tuesday. We had 52 registered for Wednesday and only had 4 people drop
out which was really impressive given the cold and windy conditions. We had
75 total for the 4 day event with everyone participating every day.

The payouts were processed as follows:

Skins were paid out at $10/each

Closest to the Pins were paid out at $25/each including ties
Monday’s individual competition paid top 3 places in 3 flights
Tuesday 3 best ball paid the top 4 teams in 1 flight
Wednesday 2 best ball paid top 3 teams in 2 flights

4-Day

Top 3 individuals in each of the 6 flights

Top 4 teams in each of the 3 flights

If there were ties, I combined the money for the 2 spots and split it.
Example, if there was a tie for 15t, I combined 15t and 2" place money and
split it 50-50 between the 2 teams.
